The Contractor's obligations

Article 13
Implementation programme (timetable)
13.1 The Contractor shall complete and submit to the Project Manager an Implementation programme - timetable (specified in the Annex V of the contract) respecting the implementation deadlines set by the Contracting Authority. The implementation period will last 140 days, starting from day of issuance of Commencement Order and ending on the day of issuance of the certificate of Provisional Acceptance. The implementation period will include delivery period of 100 days.
Article 26
Methods of payment

Payments shall be made in euro. 

Payments shall be authorised and made by the Contracting Authority.
The Contractors invoices shall be issued in Euro. The Contracting Authority’s payment orders shall be issued in Euro. For any contractor being Croatian legal entity payments shall be made in Croatian currency counter value of the relevant amount due in Euro, in accordance with provisions of the current Foreign Exchange Act of the Republic of Croatia.


In order to obtain payments, the Contractor must forward to the authority referred to in paragraph 26.1 above:

Article 40
Dispute settlement by litigation

Any dispute arising out of or relating to this contract which cannot be settled otherwise shall be referred to the exclusive jurisdiction of Commercial court in Zagreb, Amruševa 2, Croatia, applying the national legislation of the Contracting Authority.
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
